Joyful Trials 
James 1:2-4 

 
Introduction – in many ways the little letter 

of James is the most practical book in the New 
Testament. In our text this morning James 
gives us practical advice on how to handle 
tough days.  

 
 
C__________________(1:2) 
 

Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever 
you face trials of many kinds” 

 
R__________________ (1:3) 
 

Because you know that the testing of 
your faith develops perseverance” 

 
P__________________ (1:4) 
 

Perseverance must finish its work so that you 
may be mature and complete, not lacking anything 

 

Conclusion -  God does not intend to destroy us by the trials he allows 

to come our way.  Those things that seem so painful now will one day be 
clearly seen as benefits to our spiritual growth.  They are not meant to 
defeat us but to be the means to a greater spiritual victory.  Therefore, we 
should never complain when hard times come. We should rejoice. And we 
will rejoice if we believe what God has said. Every hard trial is another 
step on the stairway that leads from earth to heaven. 
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
