Introduction – in Genesis 27 we 
see the picture of a dysfunctional 
family. The chapter breaks down 
into three stages: 

 
D________________ (Genesis 27:1-4) Now then, get your 
equipment, your quiver and bow, and go out to the open 
country to hunt some wild game  for me. Prepare me the 
kind of tasty food I like and bring it to me to eat, so that I 
may give you my blessing before I die. 
 
D________________ (Genesis 27:5-29). what if my father 
touches me? I would appear to be tricking him and would 
bring down a curse on myself rather than a blessing. 
 
C________________ (Genesis 27:30-46) When Esau heard his 
father’s words, he burst out with a loud and bitter cry and 
said to his father, ’Bless me—me too, my father.’”  Then 
Esau said, “Isn’t he rightfully named Jacob? He has deceived 
me these two times: He took my birthright and now he’s 
taken my blessing!”
